(AGES 3-5 YEARS)

PROGRAM OPTIONS:

· Self-Guided Museum Visit:  Explore our four exhibit galleries, stocked with over 100 hands-on science exhibits.  Be sure to visit the Early Scientists Exploration Zone, featuring exhibits on water and air, a rock climbing wall, a puppet theatre, and a construction house.  Your students will have so much fun they won’t realize they’re learning!  We suggest you allow 2 hours for a museum visit.

Teachers and chaperones are admitted free to Science Station.

· Educational Programs: Deepen the educational impact of your students’ visit to Science Station by attending an educational workshop.  These hands-on activities engage students and deliver age-appropriate science content in a fun way.  Workshops are 45-minutes in length.  Minimum class size 10, maximum class size 20 children.  Program descriptions are listed below.

PROGRAM DESCRIPTIONS:

Every scientist has a favorite area to explore, be it dinosaurs, bubbles, or space.  Choose a topic from our list below and get ready to discover with us!  

· SPACE
[image: image2.wmf]Blast Off!:  To infinity and beyond!  Pretend to be an astronaut while learning about our solar system.  See a rocket and create your own stuffed space shuttle.
[image: image3.wmf]Legends of the Night (planetarium): Enter our Starlab Portable Planetarium to gaze at the stars and listen to wonderful stories about the night sky.  This program highlights the myths told my ancient civilizations to explain the patterns of the stars.

· DINOSAURS

[image: image4.wmf]Dino Hunters:  Become a dinosaur hunter as we dig for dinosaurs and make fossils.  Discover a dinosaur fossil in our special mini-mountains, rescue it from the rock just like a real dinosaur scientist, and then take your fossil home!

· WATER AND WEATHER
