(GRADES 6-12)

PROGRAM OPTIONS:

· Self-Guided Museum Visit:  Explore our four exhibit galleries, stocked with over 100 hands-on science exhibits.  Your students will have so much fun they won’t realize they’re learning!  Engage your students in active learning with our exhibit scavenger hunt, available on the main program page as Science Station Investigation.  We suggest you allow 2 hours for a museum visit.

· SPOTLIGHT ON SCIENCE  
[image: image2.wmf]It’s Shocking:  Be shocked and amazed by static electricity.  Watch super-sparks and unexpected effects created by a Van de Graaff generator.  Get prepared for the giant “Bridge of Fire” static generator in our Alliant Gallery.  Minimum: 40 students, Max: 75 students

[image: image3.wmf]Eye Spy:  Trick your eyes and tickle your brain with these optical illusions.  Find out how different types of illusions work to fool your brain into seeing something that’s not there.  Minimum: 40 students, Max: 75 students

· MIDDLE SCHOOL

· HIGH SCHOOL
[image: image9.wmf]Living DNA:  All living things contain DNA in their cells.  Extracting DNA is the first step in isolating, identifying or engineering DNA.  Enjoy a DNA smoothie as we extract the DNA from a banana.  Max 30 students per session

· PLANETARIUM PROGRAMS

Get ready to hear oohs and ahhs as you crawl into the Big Silver Bubble, otherwise known as our Starlab Portable Planetarium.  This inflatable dome is transformed into a wondrous, star-filled sky where your students can practice star-finding skills and hear legends of ancient cultures.  The planetarium is wheelchair accessible.  You’ll need an 11 foot ceiling and 24’ x 24’ of floor space in a quiet spot to have the planetarium visit your site.  
[image: image10.wmf]Legends of the Night:  Gaze at the stars and listen to wonderful stories.  This program highlights the myths told by ancient civilizations to explain the patterns of the stars, as well as to explain their worlds.  Many of the constellations recognized by astronomers today have their beginnings in this cultural heritage.  Respect for cultures and beliefs that may be different from our own is stressed.  Suitable for all grade levels.  Select Greek, Native American, or Egyptian stories.  Max: 25 students per session.  

[image: image11.wmf]Iowa Skies:  Learn patterns while discovering constellations.  Custom-designed instruction lets students to see the night sky as it would appear on the date of their program.  Students will learn to read star-maps and identify seasonal constellations.  Recommended for 6th-12th.  Max: 25 students per session
